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6-10th Grade Confirmation Program Covenant
In baptism, parents and Godparents promise “to live with them [our children] among God’s faithful people, bring them to the word of God and the holy supper, teach them the Lord’s Prayer, the Creed, and the Ten Commandments, place in their hands the holy scriptures, and nurture them in faith and prayer, so that your children may learn to trust God, proclaim Christ through word and deed, care for others and the world God made, and work for justice and peace.” (p. 228 ELW)

When we bring our children to the Baptismal font, we make very specific promises to God.  The first is faithful worship.  The second is teaching the basics of faith: the Lord’s Prayer, Creed and Ten Commandments.  The third is immersing them in the Bible and providing for their instruction in the Christian faith.  On our own, these promises are overwhelming.  In our partnership together, or in the home to Church and Church to home connection, we can help each child begin the faith journey that will last a lifetime.

This confirmation covenant celebrates that you will be fulfilling the promises you made at Baptism for your child as they travel through the 6-10th grade program here at Mount Olive.  It also marks that your child now begins to stand on the promises you made, taking responsibility for their own faith life and growth.
